The Plückhahn Branch 
of Vernon,WI   

 
Vernon Wisconsin is a small town just on the outskirts of Milwaukee, Wisconsin. It is a farming community that was 
populated by German settlers back in the 1800's.  

Germany 1790's  

 

The Vernon Branch  was started by  Casper Plückhahn born around 1790 in Wulfshagen, 

Mecklenburg, Germany. This area is just east of the city of Ros tock , in northern Germany, in the 
state of Mecklenburg. They went to the parish of Kuhlrade. Here we found family records of 
births, confirmations and marriages. Casper had 2 sons and a daughter. Map of the area is below.  
 

One of the two sons,  Carl Johan Plückhahn born around 1822 in Wulfshagen, Mecklenburg, 

immigrated with his sons to America and settled in Vernon Wisconsin.  

United States 1870's  

Carl his wife and their 3 sons came at different times. Each of the sons make up the 3 different 
family lines of the Vernon Branch ,  
the Brillion  Line,  
the Juneau  Line,  

and the Rostock  Line.  
 

.  Johann and his  wife Maria sailed upon the ship " Allemannia" and arrived in the Port of New York on November 11, 1871. 

They started the Brillion line  of the Vernon branch.  
 

George his wife Maria Stoll were married in Kuhlrade, Germany on Oct 24, 1873. They had 4 children which they brought 

with them to the United States.George and his wife Maria started the Juneau line  of the Vernon branch .  It was thought 
George's father Carl Johann and his wife arrived with George  on November 17, 1885 aboard the ship the Liverpool in the port 
of Philadelphia. Actual Logs show a show only George and his family.. We are still searching for the ship that brought the 
father.  

 
Another research session at the archives revealed the puzzle and also confirmed some theories  
We reconfirmed the ship that Johann and Maria came in on. We have copies of the actual shi p logs.  
 
Our puzzle was revealed when we went to the actual log from the ship that was supposed to have brought the man who 
started it all along with his wife, son and daughter - in - law. The ship we thought was called liverpool was actually called " Lord 
Goug h " which departed from Liverpool England. The family on the ship spelled their name Pluckham. (I have seen our 

name misspelled like this many times) .   
 
The only catch was this family was from Sweden. Now could that have been an error too? We made a copy of  the actual log 
for future reference and will post it once it is scanned into our system. The names and ages of the people are very close. If  
this is the same family we can conclude that the father and Mother did not sail with their sons. Our search contin ues  

 
The third son  Heinrich Carl stayed in Germany.( Althou gh his son Karl John ventured to the United States. He arrived in 

New York on July 3, 1923 aboard the R.M.S.P. Orduna .) This was the start of the third family line of the Vernon Branch, the 
Rostock  line. The son of Heinrich Carl settled in Milwaukee.    
 

October 2003  
We have come across the birth and marriage records for 2 of the 3 sons of Carl1822gMKv. They were found in the parish 

called Kuhlrade. Check out all they family records we found there.

The Family Lines of the Plückhahn Vernon 
Branch  

Veron Branch  
[Parents: Carl1822gMKv and Mary1820gMKv]  
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Brillion Line   

[son: Johann1845gMKv]  
 

This line was started in 1873 when Johann1845gMKv  settled down with his wife 
Maria Anna KOCH, whom he married in Germany, in the town of Brillion.  (Brillion is 
very close to were the Appleton Branch is located. 2 Plückhahn family a town apart, 

what are the odds that they knew each other?) The family members that are 
descendents of George Plückhahn, the son of Johann1845gMKv  were unaware of 

the other family members in their branch. The connection was made.  

 
Juneau Line  

[son: George1848gMKv]  
 

This line moved to Juneau in 1895. Most of the descendents are from 
Fredric1874gMKv, the son of George1848gMKv.  

 

 
Frederick built houses for all his children on the same street in Juneau. They are a 

close family who have reunions every few years. Juneau is located in Dodge County, 
northwest of Vernon. This family line changed the spelling by taking off t he second 

"H". They now spell their surname  " PLUCKHAN"   

Rostock Line  
[son: Heinrich1880gMKv]  

This line was started in 1923 by Karl1900gMKv, the son of Heinric1880gMKv, when 
he immigrated to the United States. When Karl came to the United States he also 
change took off the second "H" because his cousins from the Juneau line had done 

so.  
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The Brillion Line  

Fredrich Plückhahn arrived with his parents on 
November 1885 at the port of Philadelphia. The 
Naturalization index to the right show the date and 
port of entry to the U.S.

Juneau Line  

 

This was the ship that Johann1845gMKv and Maria1848gMKv set 
sail from Hambu rg on Oct. 28, 1871 and arrived in New York, USA 
on Nov. 11, 1871. Looking at the departure list below we find that 

the hometown of Johann and Maria was Zeplin. If you check out the 
other people that are listed around them you will notice that they all 
com e from town very close together in northern Mecklenburg, near 

the town of Kuhrade.  

The towns of Petersdorf, Rockhorst, Kuhlrade, Wulfshagen, Neuhof 
are all listed. They are all in the same area. The stumbling block 

was the town of Zeplin. There is no town of Zeplin. There is a town 
called Kloster Wulfshagen (also known as Zepelins Wulfshagen in 

earlier times). This is the town we believe they mean.  

There is a family listed above Johann and Maria with the last name 
of KOCH. Maria's maiden name was KOCH, coi ncidence? This could 

this be her family/
