Looking over the records we confirmed that Sophia's maiden name was Ladwig. We also found other Ladwig family members here.  

We have also come across other Plückhahn family records. This could be the family of Johann1814gMKa. It shows a girl Friedrick Dorothee 
Johanne Plückhahn born September 1811 to a Johan Carl Christian Plückhahn. Could this be the father of Johann1814gMKa? On the birth 
record of Johann1814gMKa it list a father of Johann Plückhahn. 

Just above the birth entry for Ernst Plückhahn there is an entry for Friedrich Wilhelm Jahn who has a mother of Friedricke Plückhahn. Could the 
sister of Johann1814gMKa married a JAHN. I could have the spelling wrong, it is hard to read.

The Church 

 

Kölzow Church/Kirche  
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As I was walking down the main road (Kolzower Chaussee) 
I could start to see the tower of the church. I turned left on 
Bei der Kirche. The church revealed itself through the tree 

as I drew nearer. Then I aproached the gate. 

Kölzow Parish is located not far from the town of 
Dammerstorf. This is in the north German state of 
Mecklenburg, just east of the major city of Rostock. A larger 
more detailed map of the area is located at the bottom of 
this page. 

On June 7, 2002 our family genealogist were able to view 
the records of this parish. The records that were found were 

that of the founding family of the Appleton Branch. . This 
church was visited in the spring of 2003 by our webmaster.  

 
 

On June 11, 2003 I was able to visit the church that my 
great grand father was babtized in. Chas1850gMKa was 

born in Dammersdorf in 1850. All his church records are in 
the Church books of the Kölzow Parish.  

 
It was a wednesday afternoon when I rented a car from 

Rostock and took a drive to Kölzow. As I drove into town, I 
could see all the home were nicely decorated. When I came 
to turn down the main road, it was under construction. I had

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After entering the church grounds I came face to face with the enterence 
to the church. An old wooden door guarded the enterence. The listing of 

the services were posted on the door.  
 

 

To the left of the church are most of the cemetery grounds. They are all 
new tomb stones. No Plueckhahn tombstones were found. ( An unknown 

fact for non-german genealogist is that graves are destroyed after 20 
years and re-used., So you will only find new tombstones in any German 

Cemetery).  
 

 

 
As I looked up I could see the church tower. It was made of field stone to 
about half way up. From then on brinks were used. I wonder if the tower 

was reconstructed at a later date then the base. 
 

 
 

To the right of the church are other burial plots. 
 

 
 

The church was constructed in fieldstones. The tower is made from a 
combination of brink and wood.  

I didn't get an opportunity to go inside the church. I will have to plan that 
for my next visit.
